Catequesis-Vicios y virtudes.
La acedia.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas,
ibuenos dias!

Entre todos los vicios capitales
hay uno que a menudo pasa
inadvertido, quizas en virtud de
su nombre, que a muchos les
resulta poco comprensible:
estoy hablando de la ACEDIA. El
término acedia estda a menudo
sustituido por otro de uso mu-
cho mas comun: la pereza. En
realidad, la pereza es mds un
efecto _que una causa. Cuando
una persona permanece inacti-
va, indolente, apdtica, nosotros
decimos que es perezosa. Pero,
como ensefa la sabiduria de los
antiguos padres del desierto, a
menudo la raiz de esta pereza es
la acedia, en griego significa
literalmente “falta de cuidado”.
Se trata de una tentacién muy
peligrosa, con la que no se debe
jugar. Quien cae victima de este
vicio es como si estuviera aplas-
tado por un deseo de muerte:
todo le disqusta; la relacion con
Dios se le vuelve aburrida; y
también los actos mds santos,
los que le _habian calentado el
corazon, ahora, le parecen com-
pletamente indtiles. La persona
empieza a lamentar el paso del
tiempo y la juventud que queda
irremediablemente atras.

Las personas, que estan atenaza-
dos por la acedia, la vida pierde su
sentido, rezar es aburrido, cada
batalla parece carecer de significado,
«el acidioso no realiza con solicitud la

Contra este vicio, tan peligroso,
los maestros de espiritualidad
prevén varios remedios. Me

gustaria senalar el
que me parece mas
importante y que yo
llamaria la paciencia
; de la fe. Aunque bajo
& T _el azote de |la
acedia el deseo del
hombre es estar "en otra parte",
escapar de la realidad, hay que
tener en cambio el valor de per-
manecer y acoger en mi "aqui y
ahora", en mi situacién tal como
y es, la presencia de Dios.
Los monjes dicen que para ellos
la celda es la mejor maestra de
vida, porque es el lugar que
concreta y cotidianamente te
habla de tu historia de amor con
el Sefior. El _demonio de la
acedia _quiere _destruir _precis-
amente esta alegria sencilla del
aqui _y ahora, este asombro
agradecido _ante la__realidad;
quiere hacerte creer que todo es
en vano, que nada tiene sentido,
que no vale la pena preocuparse
por nada ni por nadie.
iCuanta gente, presa en las
garras de la acedia, ha abandona-
do tontamente el camino del
bien que habia emprendido! Es
una batalla decisiva que hay que
ganar a toda costa. Y es una
batalla de la que no se han
librado ni siquiera a los santos.
Estos santos recomiendan, bajo
la opresion de la acedia,
mantener una medida de
compromiso mas  pequeia,
fijarse metas mas al alcance de
la mano y, al mismo tiempo,
resistir y perseverar apoydn-
dose en Jesus, que nunca nos
abandona en la tentacion.
Si alguno de nosotros cae en
este vicio o en la tentacion de la
acedia, que intente mirar en su
interior y custodiar las brasas de

Vices and Virtues. Acedia.

Dear brothers and sisters, good
morning!

Among all the capital vices there
is one that often goes unnoticed,
perhaps by virtue of its name,
which many find difficult to
understand: | am talking about
ACEDIA. For this reason, in the
catalog of vices, the term acedia
is often replaced by another term
that is much more commonly
used: laziness. In _readlity, laziness
is more of an effect than a cause.
When a person remains inactive,
indolent, apathetic, we say that
he is lazy. But, as the wisdom of
the ancient desert fathers teach-
es, often the root of this laziness
is acedia, which in Greek literally
means “lack of care.”

This is a very dangerous tempta-
tion, which should not be trifled
with. Whoever falls victim to this
vice is as if he were crushed by a
death wish: everything disqusts
him; the relationship with God
becomes boring; and also the
most _holy acts, those that had
warmed _his _heart, now seem
completely useless to _him. The
person begins to regret the
passage of time and the youth
that is irremediably left behind.
People, who are gripped by
acedia, life loses its meaning,
praying is boring, every battle
seems meaningless, "the acedia
does not diligently carry out the
work of God"

Against this dangerous vice, spirit-
uality teachers provide several
remedies. | would like to point out
the one that seems most
important to me and that | would

call the patience of faith. Although
under the scourge of acedia man's
desire is to be "elsewhere", to
escape from reality, we must keep
in mind | change the value of
remaining and welcoming in my
"here and now", in my situation as
it is, the presence of God.

The monks say that for them the
cell is the best teacher of life,
because it is the place that con-
cretely and daily speaks to you
about your love story with the
Lord. The demon of acedia wants
to destroy precisely this simple joy
of the here and now, this grateful
amazement at reality; It wants to
make you believe that everything
is_in_vain, that nothing makes
sense, that nothing or anyone is
not worth worrying about. In life
we find “acidic” people, people
about whom we say: “But this one
is boring!”, and we don't like
being with them; people who
even have an attitude of boredom
that is contagious. That's acedia.
How many people, caught in the
clutches of acedia, have foolishly
abandoned the path of good that
they had undertaken! It is a deci-
sive battle that must be won at all
costs. And it is a battle from which
not even the saints have been
spared. These saints recommend,
under the oppression of acedia,
maintaining a smaller measure of
commitment, setting goals that
are more within reach and, at the
same time, resisting and perse-
vering, relying on Jesus, who nev-
er abandons us in temptation.

If any of us falls into this vice or
the temptation of acedia, let him
try to look inside and guard the
embers of faith: this is how we
move forward.
