URBI ET ORBI MESSAGE
OF HI$ HOLINESS

POPE FRANCIS
Sunday, April 9, 2023

Christ is risen!

On this day we proclaim that he,
the Lord of our life, is “the resur-
rection and the life” of the world
(Jn11:25). Today is Easter, the Pasch,
a word that means “passage”, for in
Jesus the decisive passage of hu-
manity has been made: the passage
from death to life, from sin to
grace, from fear to confidence,
from desolation to communion. In
him, the Lord of time and history, |
would like to say to everyone, with
heartfelt joy, Happy Easter!

May this Easter be for each of you,
dear brothers and sisters, and in
particular for the sick and the poor,
the elderly and those experiencing
moments of trial and weariness, a
passage from affliction to consola-
tion. We are not alone: Jesus, the
Living One, is with us, forever. Let
the Church and the world rejoice,
for today our hopes no longer come
up against the wall of death, for the
Lord has built us a bridge to life.
Yes, brothers and sisters, at Easter
the destiny of the world was
changed, and on this day, which
also coincides with the most proba-
ble date of Christ’s resurrection, we
can rejoice to celebrate, by pure
grace, the most important and
beautiful day of history.

“Christ is risen; he is truly risen!” In
this traditional proclamation of the
Churches of the East, the word
“truly” reminds us that our hope is
not an illusion, but the truth! And
that, in the wake of Easter, human-
ity’s journey, now marked by hope,
advances all the more readily. The
first witnesses of the resurrection
show this by their example. Mary
Magdalene “ran and went to Simon
Peter” (Jn20:2), while John and Peter
himself then “ran together” to the

place where Jesus had been buried.
Later, on the evening of Easter,
after meeting the Risen Lord on the
road to Emmaus, two disciples “set
out without delay” (Lk 24:33) and
travelled several miles, uphill and in
the dark, spurred on by the irre-
pressible joy of Easter that burned
in their hearts. The same joy that
led Peter, on the shore of the Lake
of Galilee, after catching sight of the
risen Jesus, to leave the boat with
the others, to throw himself imme-
diately into the water and to swim
quickly towards him (Jn 21:7). At
Easter, then, the journey quickens
and becomes a race, since humanity
now sees the goal of its journey, the
meaning of its destiny, Jesus Christ,
and is called to make haste to meet
him, who is the hope of the world.
Brothers, sisters, may we rediscov-
er the enjoyment of the journey,
quicken the heartbeat of hope and
experience a foretaste of the beau-
ty of heaven! “Christ is truly risen
from the dead!” (Sequence). We
believe in you, Lord Jesus. We be-
lieve that, with you, hope is reborn
and the journey continues. May
you, the Lord of life, encourage us
on our journey and repeat to us, as
you did to the disciples on the even-
ing of Easter: “Peace be with
you!” (Jn 19:21).

Brothers, sisters, may we rediscover
the enjoyment of the journey,
quicken the heartbeat of hope and
experience a foretaste of the beau-
ty of heaven! Today, let us summon
the energy to advance in goodness
towards Goodness itself, which nev-
er disappoints. If, as one of the an-
cient Fathers once wrote, “the
greatest sin is not to believe in the
power of the resurrection”, today
let us believe and profess: “Christ is
truly risen from the dead!” “Peace
be with you!” (Jn 19:21).

Queridos hermanos y hermanas:
iCristo ha resucitado!

Hoy proclamamos que El, el Sefior
de nuestra vida, es «la resurrec-
cion y la vida» del mundo
(/n 11,25). Es Pascua, que significa
“paso”, de la muerte a la vida, del
pecado a la gracia, del miedo a Ila
confianza, de la desolacion a la co-
munién. En El, Sefior del tiempo y
de la historia, quisiera decirles a
todos, con alegria en el corazon:
ifeliz Pascua!

Que sea para cada uno de ustedes,
gueridos hermanos y hermanas -
en particular para los enfermos y
los pobres, para los ancianos y los
que estan atravesando momentos
de prueba y dificultad-, un paso de
la tribulacién a la consolaciéon. No
estamos solos, Jesus, el Viviente,
estd con nosotros para siempre.
Que la Iglesia y el mundo se ale-
gren, porque hoy nuestra esperan-
za ya no se estrella contra el muro
de la muerte; el Sefior nos ha ab-
ierto un puente hacia la vida. Cris-
to ha resucitado, verdaderamente
ha resucitado, como se proclama
en las Iglesias de Oriente: Christo
saneti!

Y
después, la tarde de Pascua,
habiendo encontrado al Resucita-
do en el camino de Emaus, dos
discipulos “partieron sin
demora” (Lc 24,33) y se apre-
suraron para recorrer muchos
kildmetros en subida y a oscuras,
movidos por la alegria incon-
tenible de la Pascua que ardia en
sus corazones. Es la misma alegria
por la que Pedro, viendo a Jesus
resucitado a orillas del lago de Gal-
ilea, no pudo quedarse en la barca
con los demas, sino que se tird al
agua de inmediato para nadar
rapidamente hacia El (Jn21,7). En
definitiva, en Pascua el andar se
acelera y se vuelve una carrera,
porque la humanidad ve la meta
de su camino, el sentido de su des-
tino, Jesucristo, y esta llamada a ir
de prisa hacia El, esperanza del
mundo.
Obtengamos hoy la fuerza para
perseverar en el bien, hacia el
encuentro del Bien que no de-
frauda. Y si, como escribié un Pa-
dre antiguo, «el mayor pecado es
no creer en la fuerza de la Resur-
recciéon», hoy creemos vy
