Queridos hermanos y
hermanas, jbuenos dias!

El _Evangelio nos presenta la
pardbola  del  sembrador.
(Mt 13,1-23). Jesus usa esta
parabola para describir el don
de su Palabra. Imaginemos
una semilla pequefia, casi no se
ve, pero hace crecer plantas
que dan frutos. Por tanto, si la
Palabra es la semilla, nosotros
somos el terreno: podemos
recibirla o no. Pero lJesus,
“buen sembrador”, no se
cansa de sembrarla con gener-
osidad. Conoce nuestro
terreno, sabe que las piedras
de nuestra inconstancia y las
espinas de nuestros vicios
pueden sofocar la Palabra, y
sin embargo espera, siempre
espera que nosotros podamos
dar fruto abundante.

Asi actua el Sefior y asi
estamos llamados a actuar
también nosotros: a sembrar
sin cansarnos. éPero como se
puede hacer esto, sembrar
continuamente sin cansarnos?
En primer lugar, los padres:
ellos siembran el bien y la fe en
los hijos, y estan llamados a
hacerlo sin desanimarse.

La semilla buena se queda,
esto es lo que cuenta, y echara
raices en el momento
adecuado. Pero si, cediendo a
la desconfianza, renuncian a
sembrar y dejan a los hijos a
merced de las modas y del
movil, sin dedicarles tiempo,
sin educarles, entonces el
terreno fértil se llenara de
malas hierbas. Padres, ino os
canséis de sembrar en los
hijos!

Miramos a los _ jovenes:
también ellos pueden sembrar
el Evangelio en los surcos de la
vida cotidiana. Por ejemplo,
con la oracién: es una pequefia
semilla que no se ve, pero con
la cual se encomienda a Jesus
todo lo que se vive, y asi El
puede hacerlo madurar. Y

pienso en el estudio: es
verdad, es cansado y no es
inmediatamente satisfactorio,
pero es esencial para un futuro
mejor.

Ahora vemos los sembradores
del Evangelio, muchos buenos
sacerdotes, religiosos y laicos
comprometidos en el anuncio,
que viven y predican la Palabra
de Dios a menudo sin registrar
éxitos inmediatos. Cuando
anunciamos la Palabra,
también donde parece que no
sucede nada, en realidad el
Espiritu Santo esta trabajando
y el Reino de Dios ya esta
creciendo, mas alla de nues-
tros esfuerzos.

Recordemos a las personas que
han puesto la semilla de Ia
Palabra de Dios en nuestra
vida; “écomo empezd mi fe?”,
quizd ha brotado afos después
que _hayamos encontrado sus
ejemplos, jpero ha sucedido
precisamente gracias a ellos!

A la luz de todo esto podemos
preguntarnos: éiyo siembro el
bien? ¢{Me preocupo solo por
recoger para mi o también de
sembrar para los otros? éLanzo
algunas semillas del Evangelio
en la vida de todos los dias:
estudio, trabajo, tiempo libre?
¢Me desanimo o, como Jesus,
sigo sembrando, también si no
veo resultados inmediatos?

sisters. The Gospel

presents us the parable of the
sower (Mt 13:1-23). Jesus uses
it to describe the gift of his
Word. Let us imagine a seed: it
is tiny, barely visible, but it
makes plants grow that bear
fruit. The Word of God is thus:
So, if the Word is the seed, we
are the soil: we can receive it
or not. But Jesus, the “good
sower”, does not tire of sowing
it generously. He knows our
terrain, he knows that the
stones of our inconstancy and
the thorns of our vices can
suffocate the Word.

This is what the Lord does, and
this is what we too are required
to do: to sow tirelessly. But how
can one do this, sow continually
without tiring?

Firstly parents,: they sow good-
ness and faith in their children,
and they are called to do so
without being discouraged even
if at times they seem not to
understand or to appreciate
their teachings, or if the mental-
ity of the world is against them.
The good seed remains, this is
what counts, and it will take
root in due time. But if, giving
in to mistrust, they give up
sowing and leave their children
at the mercy of fashions and
mobile phones, without dedi-
cating time to them, without
educating them, then the fertile
soil will be filled with weeds.
Parents, never tire to sow in
your children!

Let us look, then, at the young:

they too can sow the Gospel in
the furrows of everyday life.
For example, with prayer: itis a
small seed that you cannot see,
but with which you entrust
everything you live to Jesus,
and so he can make it ripen.
But | am also thinking of the
time to dedicate to others, to

those most in need. And | think
of study: it is tiring and not
immediately satisfying, like
sowing, but is essential to build
a better future for all.

Now let us look at the sowers of

the Gospel, many good priests,
religious and lay people

engaged in proclamation, who
live and preach the Word of
God often without immediate
success. When we proclaim the
Word, even where it seems
that nothing is happening, in
reality the Holy Spirit is at
work, and the kingdom of God
is already growing, through
and beyond our efforts. There-
fore, go ahead joyfully, dear
brothers and sisters! Let us
remember the people who
placed the seed of the Word of
God in our life: “how my faith
began”. Perhaps it germinated
years after we encountered
their examples, but it happened
thanks to them!

In the light of all this, we can
ask ourselves: do | sow good-
ness? Do | only care about
reaping for myself, or do | also
sow for others? Do | sow some
seeds of the Gospel in everyday
life: study, work, free time? Do
| get discouraged or, like Jesus,
do | continue to sow, even if |
do not see immediate results?
May Mary, Blessed Virgin of
Mount Carmel, help us to be
generous and joyful sowers of
the Good News.
