Vicios y virtudes.

El actuar virtuoso

Queridos hermanos y
hermanas, jbuenos dias!
Después de concluir la visidn
general sobre los vicios, vamos
a ver lo que se opone a la
experiencia del mal. El corazdn
humano puede complacerse en
malaspasiones, pero también
puede oponerse a todo esto.
Por fatigoso que sea, el ser
humano estd hecho para el
bien, y puede practicar ciertas
disposiciones  se hagan
permanentes en él, es lo que
conocemos como las virtudes.
La persona virtuosa es fuerte,
valiente, capaz de disciplina y
ascetismo; por tanto, la virtud
es fruto de una larga germi-
nacion que requiere esfuerzo e
incluso sufrimiento.

Nos equivocariamos si pensara-
mos que los santos son
excepciones de la humanidad.
Los santos, son, en cambio,
aquellos que llegan a ser
plenamente ellos mismos, que
realizan la vocacidon propia de
todo ser humano. El actuar
virtuoso, en estos tiempos
dramaticos nuestros, en los
que a menudo nos encontra-
mos con lo peor de lo humano,
deberia ser redescubierto vy
practicado por todos. Debemos
recordar la forma en la que
hemos sido plasmados, Ia
imagen de Dios que esta impre-
sa para siempre en nosotros.
Pero, (como definir el concepto
de virtud? El Catecismo nos
ofrece una definicidn precisa y
concisa: "La virtud es una
disposicion habitual y firme a
hacer el bien" (n.1803).

La historia nos dice que incluso

los criminales, en un momento
de lucidez, han realizado buenas
acciones; ciertamente  estas
acciones estan escritas en el
"libro de Dios", pero la virtud
es otra cosa. Es un bien que
nace de una lenta maduracion
de la persona, hasta convertirse
en_una _caracteristica interior
suya. La virtud es un hdbitus de
la libertad. Si somos libres en
cada acto, y cada vez estamos
llamados a elegir entre el bien
y el mal, la virtud es lo que nos
permite tener un habito hacia
la eleccién correcta.

¢Como _es posible adquirir la

virtud? La _respuesta _a _esta
prequnta no es sencilla, sino
compleja.

Para el cristiano, el primer
auxilio es la gracia de Dios. De
hecho, el Espiritu Santo actua
en nosotros, quienes hemos
sido bautizados, obrando en
nuestra alma para conducirla a
una vida virtuosa. jCuantos
cristianos han llegado a Ia
santidad a través de las lagri
mas, al constatar que no
podian superar ciertas
debilidades! Pero han experi-
mentado que Dios ha com-
pletado esa obra buena.
Ademds, no debemos olvidar
nunca la riquisima lecciéon que
nos ha llegado de la sabiduria
de los antiguos, que nos dice
que la virtud crece y puede ser
cultivada. Y para que esto
ocurra, el primer don del
Espiritu que hay que pedir es
precisamente la sabiduria.  Un
don inestimable que poseemos
es la apertura mental, es la
sabiduria que sabe aprender de
los errores para dirigir bien la
vida. Luego se necesita la
buena voluntad: la capacidad
de elegir el bien, y rehuyendo
los excesos.

Vices and Virtues. Virtuous action
Dear brothers and sisters, good
morning!

After having concluded our
overview of the vices, it is now
time to take a look at which is
oppositive. The human heart
can indulge evil passions, it can
pay heed to harmful temptations
disguised in persuasive garb,
but it can also oppose all of
this. However arduous this may
be, the human being is made
for goodness, which truly fulfils
him, and is also able to
practise certain dispositions to
become permanent in him or
her. Reflection on this
wondrous possibility of ours
virtue.

The virtuous person is _strong,
brave, capable of discipline.
Therefore, virtue is the fruit of a
long germination that requires
effort and even suffering.

We would be wrong if we
thought that saints are excep-
tions to humanity. The saints
are, however, those who
become fully themselves, who
fulfill the vocation proper to
every human being. Virtuous
acting, in these dramatic times
of ours, in which we often
encounter the worst of humani-
ty, should be rediscovered and
practiced by everyone. We
must remember the way we
have been shaped, the image of
God that is forever imprinted
on us.

But how to define the concept
of virtue? The Catechism offers
us a precise and concise defini-
tion: "Virtue is a habitual and
firm  disposition to do
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good" (n.1803).

History tells us that even
criminals, in a moment of
lucidity, have performed good
deeds; certainly these actions
are written in the "book of
God", but virtue is something
else. It is a good that is born
from a slow maturation of the

person, until it becomes an
inner __characteristic _of the
person. Virtue is a habit of
freedom. If we are free in each
act, and each time we are called
to choose between good and
evil, virtue is what allows us to
have a habit towards the cor-
rect choice.

How is it possible to acquire vir-
tue? The answer to this ques-
tion is not simple, but complex.
For the Christian, first aid is the
grace of God. In fact, the Holy
Spirit acts in us, who have
been baptized, working in our
soul to lead it to a virtuous life.
How many Christians have
reached holiness through tears,
realizing that they could not
overcome certain weaknesses!
But they have experienced that
God has completed that good
work. Furthermore, we must
never forget the rich lesson that
has come to us from the wis-
dom of the ancients, which tells
us that virtue grows and can be
cultivated. And for this to hap-
pen, the first gift of the Spirit
that must be asked for is pre-
cisely wisdom. An invaluable
gift that we possess is mental
openness, it is the wisdom that
knows how to learn from mis-
takes to direct life well. Then
good will is needed: the ability
to choose the good, and avoid
excesses.
