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Dear brothers and b
sisters, buongiorno!

Three days ago | returned
from my trip to Hungary. |
was able to feel the affection
of all Hungarians. Two imag-
es: roots and bridges.

Roots. A history marked by
many saints and heroes, sur-
rounded by hosts of humble
and hard-working people
proudly cherish the bond
with their roots.

Saints who gave their lives
for the people, saints who
bore witness to the Gospel
of love and who were lights
in times of darkness; so
many saints of the past who
today exhort us to overcome
the risk of defeatism and the
fear of tomorrow, remember-
ing that Christ is our future.
The saints remind us of this:
Christ is our future.

However, the solid Christian
roots of the Hungarian people
have been put to the test.
Their faith was tested by fire.
During the atheist persecution
of the 20th century, Christians
were struck down violently,
with bishops, priests, religious,
and lay people killed or de-
prived of their freedom. And
while attempts were made to

cut down the tree of faith, the
roots remained intact: there
remained a hidden Church, but
alive, strong, with the power
of the Gospel. And in Hungary
this last persecution, this com-
munist oppression was pre-
ceded by the Nazi oppression,
with the tragic deportation of
a large Jewish population.
After the roots: bridges. Buda-
pest, born 150 years ago from
the union of three cities, is fa-
mous for the bridges that cross
it and unite its parts. This re-
called, especially in meetings
with the authorities, the im-
portance of building bridges of
peace between different peo-
ples.

This is the vocation of Europe,
“bridge of peace,” to include
differences and to welcome
those who knock on its doors.
In this sense, the humanitarian
bridge created for so many ref-
ugees from neighboring
Ukraine, whom | was able to
meet while also admiring the
great network of charity of the
Hungarian Church, is beautiful.
There are also bridges that
the Church, as emerged at the
dedicated meeting, is called
upon to stretch towards the
people of today, because the
proclamation of Christ cannot
consist only in repeating the
past, but always needs to be
updated, so as to help the
women and men of our time
to rediscover Jesus.

El viaje a Hungria
Queridos hermanos y

hermanas: Buenos dias!
Hace tres dias regresé del
viaje apostolico a Hungria.
Durante mi estancia en Bu-
dapest pude sentir el afecto
de todos los hungaros. Hoy
quisiera hablaros de esta
visita a través de dos
imagenes: la raices y los
puentes.

Las raices. Fui como pere-
grino a un pueblo cuya his-
toria ha estado marcada por
«muchos santos y héroes,
rodeados de multitudes de
gente humilde y trabaja-
dora». Y entre estas raices,
como evidenciaron los
testimonios durante los

encuentros con la Iglesia

local y con los jovenes,
estan sobre todo los san-

tos: santos que han dado
la vida por el pueblo, san-
tos que han testimoniado
el Evangelio del amor, y
que han sido luz en los
momentos de oscuridad;
muchos santos del pasado
que hoy exhortan a superar
el riesgo del derrotismo y el
miedo del mafiana, re-
cordando que Cristo es
nuestro futuro. Los santos
nos recuerdan esto: Cristo
es nuestro futuro.

Surgiéo en los encuentros
con los jovenes y con el
mundo de la cultura, la lib-
ertad esta amenazada.
;Como? Sobre todo con los
guantes blancos, de un con-
sumismo que anestesia, por
lo que nos conformamos
con un poco de bienestar
material y, olvidando el pas-
ado, se “flota” en un
presente hecho a escala del

individuo. Esta es la perse-
cucion peligrosa de la
mundanidad, llevada ade-
lante por el consumismo.
Pero cuando lo unico que
cuenta es pensar en si y
hacer lo que se quiera, las
raices se ahogan. Cada
uno de nosotros puede
preguntarse, también como
pueblo, cada uno de no-
sotros: ;cuadles son las
raices mas importantes
de mi vida? ;Donde estoy
arraigado? ;Las recuerdo,
las cuido?

Después de las raices la se-
gunda imagen: los puentes.
Budapest, es célebre por los
puentes que la atraviesan.
Esto ha recordado, especial-
mente en los encuentros
con las autoridades, la im-

portancia de construir
puentes de paz entre pueb-
los diversos. Es, en particu-
lar, la vocacion de Europa,
llamada, como “puente de
paz’, a incluir las diferen-
cias y a acoger a quien lla-
ma a sus puertas. Hermo-
so, en este sentido, el
puente humanitario creado
por tantos refugiados de la
cercana Ucrania, que he
podido encontrar, admiran-
do también la gran red de
caridad de la Iglesia hunga-
ra.

Finalmente me gusta re-
cordar, al inicio del mes de
mayo, que los hungaros son
muy devotos de la Santa
Madre de Dios. A la Reina
de la paz encomendamos la
construccion de puentes en
el mundo, a la Reina del
cielo, que aclamamos en
este tiempo pascual,
encomendamos  nuestros
corazones para que estén
arraigados en el amor de
Dios.
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
