Queridos hermanos y hermanas,
ibuenos dias!

Hoy, el Evangelio contiene una
oracion muy hermosa de Jesus,
gue se dirige al Padre diciendo:
«Te alabo, Padre, Seiior del cielo
y de la tierra, por haber oc-
ultado estas cosas a los sabios y
a los prudentes y haberlas reve-
lado a los pequen-
os» (Mt 11,25). ¢A qué cosas se
refiere Jesus? ¢Y quiénes son es-
tos pequefos a los que tales co-
sas han sido reveladas? De-
tengdmonos en esto: en las cosas
por las que Jesus alaba al Padre y
en los pequefios que saben aco-
gerlas.

Las cosas por las que Jesus alaba
al Padre. Poco antes, el Senor ha
recordado algunas de sus obras:
«Los ciegos ven, los leprosos
son purificados y la Buena
Noticia es anunciada a los
pobres» (Mt 11,5); y ha revelado
su significado diciendo que son
los signos del obrar de Dios en el
mundo. El mensaje, entonces,
esta claro: Dios se revela liber-
ando y sanando al hombre, y lo
hace con un amor gratuito, un
amor que salva. Por esto Jesus
alaba al Padre, porque su gran-
deza consiste en el amor y no
actla nunca fuera del amor. Pero
esta grandeza en el amor no es
comprendida por quien presume
de ser grande y se fabrica un dios
a su propia imagen: un dios
potente, inflexible, vengativo. En
otras palabras, estos presuntuo-
SOS no consiguen acoger a Dios
como Padre; gquien es orgulloso
y estd lleno de si _mis-
mo, preocupado solo por sus
propios intereses, estos son los
presuntuosos, estd convencido
de que no necesita a nadie. a su
predicacion. No han sabido
acoger las grandes cosas de Dios.
Los pequeiios, en cambio, saben
acogerlas, y Jesus alaba al Padre
por ellos: “Te alabo” -dice-
porque has revelado el Reino de

los Cielos a los pequefios.
Lo alaba por los simples, que
tienen el corazoén libre de la pre-
suncién y del amor propio. Los
pequeios son aquellos que,
como los nifios, se sienten
necesitados y no autosuficien-
tes, estan abiertos a Dios y
dejan que sus obras los asom-
bren.

Hermanos y hermanas, nuestra
vida, si lo pensamos bien, estd
llena de milagros: llena de
gestos de amor, signos de la
bondad de Dios. Sin embargo,
ante ellos, también nuestro
corazon puede acostumbrarse y
permanecer indiferente, curioso
pero incapaz de asombrarse, de
dejarse  “impresionar”.  Un
corazon cerrado, un corazon
blindado, no tiene capacidad
para sorprenderse.

Y ahora preguntémonos, todos
nosotros: en la marea de
noticias que nos sumerge, ¢sé
detenerme en las grandes cosas
de Dios, las que Dios hace, co-
mo nos muestra Jesus hoy? {Me
dejo maravillar como un nifio
por el bien que cambia el
mundo silenciosamente, o he
perdido la capacidad de
asombrarme? ¢Y bendigo al
Padre cada dia por sus obras?
Que Maria, que exulté en el
Sefior, nos haga capaces de
asombrarnos de su amor y de
alabarlo con simplicidad.

Dear brothers
and sisters,
buongiorno!
Today the Gospel contains a
very beautiful prayer Jesus ad-
dresses to the Father, saying, “I
thank you, Father, Lord of
heaven and earth, that you
have hidden these things from
the wise and understanding
and revealed them to little
children” (Mt 11:25). But what
things is Jesus talking about?
And then, who are these little
children to whom such things
are revealed? Let us reflect on
this: on the things for which Je-
sus _thanks his Father and on
the little children _who know
how to welcome them.

The things for which Jesus
thanks his Father. Just before
this, the Lord had recalled
some of his works: “the blind
receive their sight, lepers are
cleansed, the poor have the
good news preached to
them” (Mt 11:5), and he re-
vealed what this means, saying
that these are the signs that
God is at work in the world.
The message, then, is clear
God reveals himself by liber-
ating and healing the human
person, and he does this with
a gratuitous love, a love that
saves. But this greatness in
love is not understood by
those who presume to be
great and who fabricate a god
in their own image powerful,
inflexible, vindictive. In oth-
er_words, those who are pre-
sumptuous _full of themselves,
proud, concerned only about
their own interests these are
the presumptuous ones, con-
vinced they do not need any-
one, are not able to accept God
as Father.

he little children, instead, know
how to welcome them, and Je-

sus thanks the Father for them:
“I bless you,” he says, because
you have revealed the Kingdom
of Heaven to little ones. Jesus
praises him for the simple
people whose hearts are free
from presumption and self-
love. The little ones are those
who, like children, feel their
need and are not self-
sufficient. They are open to
God and allow themselves to
be amazed at his works.
Brothers and sisters, if we think
about it, our lives are filled with
miracles they are filled with
deeds of love, signs of God’s
goodness. Before these, how-
ever, even our hearts can re-
main indifferent and become
habitual, curious but not capa-
ble of being amazed, of allow-
ing themselves to be
“impressed”. A closed heart, an
armed heart, that does not
have the capacity of being
amazed.

And now, let us ask ourselves:
In the deluge of news that
overwhelms us, do |, as Jesus
shows us today, know how to
stop before the great things of
God, those that God accom-
plishes? Do | allow myself to
marvel like a child at the good
that silently changes the

world? Have | lost the capacity
to be amazed? And do | thank
the Father each day for his
works? May Mary, who exulted
in the Lord, make us able to be
amazed by his love and to
thank him with simplicity.
