consagrado? Sé santo viviendo
con alegria tu entrega. ¢Estds
casado? Sé santo amando y
ocupdndote de tu marido o de
tu esposa, como Cristo lo
hizo con la Iglesia. éEres un
trabajador? Sé santo
cumpliendo con honradez y
competencia tu trabajo al
servicio de los hermanos.
¢Eres padre, abuela o abuelo?
Sé santo enseiando con
paciencia a los ninos a seguir
a Jesus. ¢ Tienes autoridad? Sé
santo luchando por el bien
comun y renunciando a tus
intereses personales[14].

ON THE CALL TO HOLINESS

IN TODAY’S WORLD

To be holy does not require
being a bishop, a priest or a
religious. We are frequently
tempted to think that holiness
is only for those who can with-
draw from ordinary affairs to
spend much time in prayer.
That is not the case. We are all
called to be holy by living our
lives with love and by bearing
witness in everything we do,
wherever we find ourselves.
Are you called to the consecrat-
ed life? Be holy by living out
your commitment with joy. Are
you married? Be holy by loving
and caring for your husband or
wife, as Christ does for the
Church. Do you work for a
living? Be holy by labouring
with integrity and skill in the
service of your brothers and
sisters. Are you a parent or
grandparent? Be holy by
patiently teaching the little
ones how to follow Jesus. Are
you in a position of
authority? Be holy by working
for the common good and
renouncing personal gain.[14]
Let the grace of your baptism
bear fruit in a path of holiness.
Let everything be open to God;
turn to him in every situation.
Do not be dismayed, for the
power of the Holy Spirit ena-
bles you to do this, and holi-
ness, in the end, is the fruit of
the Holy Spirit in your life
(Gal 5:22-23). When you feel
the temptation to dwell on your

witness of the saints and a
